Tested By Temptation
Luke 4:1-13

Dear Parishioner and Gentle Reader,

When asked one Easter Sunday morning, “What did you do for Lent?”
a man replied, “I went for the ashes on Ash Wednesday”. That was it -
nothing else, just the distinctive mark on the forehead. It was
marginally better than nothing, | suppose, but I think more is asked of
us if we are any way serious about our faith.

The Gospel assigned for Ash Wednesday (Matt 6:1-6; 16-18) is a
telling one with which to begin the season of Lent. It mentions three
practices that the early Church always connected with doing penance:
almsgiving, prayer and fasting. Each of these three disciplines
addresses a key relationship: almsgiving (to others), prayer (to God)
and fasting (to ourselves). If we wish to change the outer aspects of
our lives, then we must change the inner attitudes of our minds and
hearts.



Whatever we decide to undertake for the next few weeks, let us
embrace this special season of grace and make an effort. In the Gospel
we are given encouragement as we read that Jesus was led by the
Spirit into the wilderness.

The wilderness can be a place of transformation; a place where God is
ultimately in control. In the wilderness we might encounter our own
personal demons and struggle with temptation, but that is part of the
journey. As with all things, we will get out of Lent what we put in.
The more we put in, the greater the celebration on Easter Sunday.

If the man whose only gesture towards Lent was to receive the ashes
on Ash Wednesday really took to heart the words that he heard as he
received them, then maybe he may have grown a bit as a Christian
during the forty days - “Repent and believe in the Gospel”.
